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Abstract: 
Your paper should be produced in accordance with the guidance and formatting instructions contained and embedded within this electronic document. The abstract of your paper should be written in a single paragraph and should not exceed 500 words. It should typically provide a brief overview of the research including its background, rationale, methodology, and conclusions. The abstract heading should be formatted by selecting ‘Abstract and keywords title’ from the “style” tool within Word and the body of all text within the paper, by selecting ‘paper text’. 
Keywords: 

Up to 5 keywords should be provided in alphabetical order separated by commas. Formatting should be as described above.
1 Introduction
The main body of all papers should commence with an introduction section which should explain the background and purpose of the paper. Formatting is described in section 2 below.
2 Formatting of Main Headings
Main headings, including the introduction, should be formatted by selecting Heading 1 from the “styles and formatting” tool within Word.
2.1 Formatting of Sub-Headings
Sub-headings can be added by selecting Heading 2 or Heading 3 as appropriate.
2.1.1 Formatting of Additional Levels of Sub-Heading
Additional levels of sub-heading can be added by selecting Heading 3. In the interests of clarity authors are not advised to use more than three levels of subheadings.
3 Submission of Papers
You should write and submit your paper in Microsoft Word. Papers should be emailed to iyrcl@beder.edu.al by 01 April 2014.
4 Citation and Referencing Styles
Primary legal sources should be cited using footnotes, identified in the text by consecutive numbers in superscript, like this
. The footnotes themselves should appear at the foot of each page in Times New Roman, 9 point. Authors requiring further guidance on the citation of primary legal sources should follow the conventions described in OSCOLA: The Oxford Standard for Citation of Legal Authorities at http://www.law.ox.ac.uk/publications/oscola.php. There is no need to also include primary legal sources in the ‘References’ section at the end of the paper which should be restricted to sources cited using the Harvard system (see below). 

The citation of secondary sources / references to other publications should use the Harvard (author/date) referencing system. This system requires the surname of the cited author, and the date of publication to be placed in brackets in the body of the text, for example (Higgins, 2006). The full bibliographic description of the cited work should also appear in a ‘References’ section under the final main heading of the paper as described at the end of this document. Authors requiring further guidance on the use of the Harvard system should refer to the Bournemouth University Guide at http://www.bournemouth.ac.uk/library/citing_references/docs/Citing_Refs.pdf. 
5 Figures and Tables
Figures and tables may be used to better illustrate the points made or to better present data. For figures, the figure caption should be numbered and positioned below the figure as follows.
